Frigate "Regele Ferdinand" will participate in “Atalanta Operation”

Frigate "Regele Ferdinand" left Constanţa Harbour on Wednesday, September 12, to participate in "Atalanta" combat operation against naval piracy in Aden Gulf, under EU command. 

It is for the first time when a Romanian ship participates in a mission conducted at over 3,000 miles far from its territory and, at the same time, our first participation in an antipiracy operation. In the previous years, Frigate "Regele Ferdinand" participated in "Active Endeavour" Operation conducted in the Mediterranean Sea under NATO command to monitor naval and air traffic in order to combat illegal trafficking as well as in "Unified Protector" Operation to impose arm embargo on Libya. 

Also, a frigate will participate for the first time in an international mission with a Puma Naval Helicopter onboard. 

The ship is commanded by Commander Mihai Panait with a crew of 236 militaries onboard.

Frigate "Regele Ferdinand" weighs 4,900 tons, has a length of 148.2 m, a width of 14.75 m and a maximum draught of 6.4 m. The ship’s speed can reach up to 30 nodes and has a maximum range of 4,500 nautical miles. The propulsion is ensured by 4 Rolls Royce turbines, while the electrical systems onboard are fuelled by 4 diesel generators of 1 MW each.
